Trouble shooting
While Powdr20 sprays essentially like any paint, there are a few steps that are critical to a successful application of the material. 

1. All surfaces to be coated must be clean and dry. (This is especially critical on wood surfaces where sap or other moisture can create a problem) 

2. A light sandblast is preferred on all surfaces where possible. IN many cases it is not absolutely necessary, but adhesion will be somewhat less than on an etched surface.

3. Apply one even, thin, wet coat. Do not build the coating up in one application or runs will occur.

4. The coating must be thoroughly dried before curing. Drying should be done at temperatures between 90°F and 150°F, depending on the specific Powder base used. If the coating retains any moisture it will bubble during the cure.

5. Apply to all hard to reach places first then coat the balance of the part. If what appears to be a “light spot” is seen, be sure that it is not simply a case of a patch drying rapidly. DO NOT coat over any “dry” appearing area, without first drying the entire coating as in #4 above.

6. Multiple coats may be applied if desired. In fact layers of different colors or special effects may be applied as multiple layers. It is necessary to dry each coat and then bake for 2 to 10 minutes at 150 to 200 to melt the powder, without cross linking / curing the material. Remove from the oven allow to cool and then apply the next coat or special effect. After all layers have been applied, dry as above and then bake at the designated temperature.
